· How to provide effective feedback?
· Krista explained the process of observing students for specific reasons

12) First Intervention Block in Mid-February
· How to support struggling students more effectively? 

· 2-3 week intervention block of 30 minutes per day for students 
· 2 rounds of intervention block before now and the end of the year
· Find work for students that is at their level if they have already understood the concepts

· Possibility of groups being multi-grade leveled

· High school bell schedule to accommodate the intervention block

· Krista explained the 30 minute interventions for reading at the grade 5 level

· This must be effectively communicated to parents 

· Possible use of other name for “intervention”- “Reading Fitness, Mind Fit”
